1.O	Welcome and Opening Remarks

1.1	The meeting started at 6:20 pm and was chaired by the secretary, Valerie Bowrin who thanked everyone for coming. 
1.2	Apologies were received from, Daphne Solomon, Moy Hosang.


1. Minutes of the Old Hilarians’ Association Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday 29 April 2008

0. The minutes of the 2008 Joint Foundation and Old Hilarians’ Association AGM were read by the participants and were proposed for confirmation by Ms. Abigail Bynoe and were accepted by Ms. Wanda Moore after the following corrections were made.

3.0 	Matters Arising From Minutes of 2008

3.1	Ingrid Lashley informed the participants that the Deed of Covenant was tax deductible for corporations so, hilarians should lobby their companies.
3.2	Ingrid asked about the personal loans listed which had been discussed at the 2007 AGM and suggested in future that personal loans should not be given by a non-profit charitable organization and if they were given they should be charged interest. 
3.2.1	The secretary informed her that loans were not the policy but this had been an emergency situation and she responded that the interest-free personal loans were not a good idea and that the executive should have a policy in place to deal with any eventuality.
3.2.2	Ingrid Lashley suggested that the incoming executive should set a deadline for the implementation of a policy re: disbursement of funds.

4.0	Presentation of Hilarians’ Reports
President’s Report

4.1	All members present were given copies of the President’s report .
4.1.1	Ingrid Lashley informed the attendees, that she and Judith Chang on behalf of the board had met with members of the new executive to discuss a new policy with regard to the relationship of the board and the executive.  She wanted a more holistic and consistent approach to fund-raising where all stakeholders would be represented on a central board of management.
4.1.2	Wanda, president of the executive would be the executive’s representative on this board of management, which needs to be constituted. Letters of appointment would be sent to various stakeholders and also the aims and objectives of this new board.
4. 2	Ingrid suggested that the executive share the report at the annual lunch as a way of informing past hilarians of the activities/accomplishments of the executive, as this information was not always in the public domain.
4.3 	Jacqueline Morris asked about the newsletter outlining the projects with which the OHA had assisted the school, as many teachers were ignorant of the assistance that the OHA had given to the school.  This newsletter would be circulated among the teaching staff by Kamaria (staff and hilarian) who would collect the information from the executive.  Jacqueline was told that to-date nothing had been done on this matter.
4.4	There being no more discussion on the President’s report, Shonda Moore moved to have the report adopted, and Marsha Armstrong seconded.

SHIP’s Report

4.5	All members present were given copies of SHIP’s report, whereby Ingrid mentioned that the report was not signed and dated.  She suggested that the report should not be adopted until it was signed and dated. The report was then tabled until the omission could be corrected.


5.0	Presentation of Audited Accounts

5.1 Ingrid moved to adopt the accounts and Jacqueline seconded.


6.0	Appointment of an Auditor

5.1 It was agreed that Bertram Haddaway be retained as Auditor. 


7.0	Other Business

7.1	Ingrid asked about using Facebook to network with other hilarians and Jacqueline mentioned that she had contacted the executive about setting up a fan page.
7.1.1	All hilarians, who can access the page can submit material, which the administrators could then upload.  Fans would not be able to upload information. Both she and Shonda Moore who were the driving force behind this venture were busy at the time, but she would try to set it up shortly.
7.1.2	Ingrid suggested that the executive promote the Facebook, fan page at the annual lunch.


There being no other business the meeting adjourned at 7:15 pm.
